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Introduction

The Bible is filled with God's promises of blessing for His children ...

promises that extend into every area of life.

God's love for His children and His willingness to bless those who love

and honor Him are clearly illustrated in His dealings with the Children of

Israel. His faithfulness to them year after year, extended into every aspect

of their lives. And the promises of God to the Children of Israel found

throughout scripture are extended to you and me today as His children.

These promises belong to every believer. When we walk in the ways of the

Lord, when we live according to God's principles and meet the conditions

outlined throughout the Word of God, God promises to pour out blessings

in such abundance that we cannot contain them.

Malachi 3:10 states, "... and prove me now herewith, saith the Lord of

hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a

blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it."

God wants to bless His obedient children far more than we can even

comprehend. The Apostle Paul hints at this when he declares, "Eye hath

not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man,

the things which God hath prepared for them that love him"



(1 Corinthians 2:9). In some ways this verse is the key: God has prepared

so much for those who love Him.

Experiencing the incredible life of blessing that God has for you really

isn't any more complicated than falling in love with the Almighty, and

allowing Him to do all for you that He intends. The life of blessing that He

has in store for you as His child isn't found in formulas and techniques. It's

simply falling in love with God the Father. And as in any relationship

between a good father and an obedient child, the child moves in love and

trust with his father, and the father pours the best into the life of that child,
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giving the child the things he needs each day, and at times joyfully

showering him with good things that just bring pleasure to the child.

His Promises Are True

The report of King Solomon to the assembly of Israel is just as true today

as it was when he delivered it so long ago, declaring in 1 Kings 8:56,

"Blessed be the Lord, that hath given rest unto his people Israel,

according to all that he promised: there hath not failed one word of all

his good promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his

servant."

God's promises have no expiration date! They are as true today as they



were when they were first spoken and recorded. And they are available to

you and me!

The following pages contain many of the scriptures which deal with

blessings that are promised to the believer.

Many of these scriptures are favorites of mine and have been a blessing to

me personally.

Some individuals mistakenly connect the word "blessings" only to

finances, and although that is included in God's promises to His children, it

is just one of the many areas of our lives in which God blesses.

God has blessed me in so many ways, and the blessings I have experienced

in my life, my family, my ministry and in my walk with God are beyond

anything I ever dreamed possible. And you can know the joy and

fulfillment of this life of blessing, too.

Promised Blessings

Throughout Scripture we find many references to God's willingness and

earnest desire to bless His children. The verses included in this book

represent but a small portion of the many promises contained in the Word

of God.

I have chosen to share a few of these scriptures to help you understand just

how much God wants to bless His children in every area of life: both in the



natural realm and the spiritual realm. And as a believer, these blessings are

promised to you and your children. Claim them in prayer and expect to be

blessed abundantly.

God's Promises of Provision

GENESIS

Genesis 1:26-28

26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let

them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air,

and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing

that creepeth upon the earth.

27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he

him; male and female created he them.

28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and

multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over

the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing

that moveth upon the earth.

Genesis 22:15-17

15 And the angel of the Lord called unto Abraham out of heaven the

second time.



16 And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast

done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:

17 That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy

seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea

shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;

EXODUS

Exodus 12:36

36 And the Lord gave the people favour in the sight of the Egyptians, so

that they lent unto them such things as they required. And they spoiled the

Egyptians.
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LEVITICUS

Leviticus 26:3-9

3 If ye walk in my statutes, and keep my commandments, and do them,

4 Then I will give you rain in due season, and the land shall yield her

increase, and the trees of the field shall yield their fruit.

5 And your threshing shall reach unto the vintage, and the vintage shall

reach unto the sowing time: and ye shall eat your bread to the full, and

dwell in your land safely.

6 And I will give peace in the land, and ye shall lie down, and none shall



make you afraid: and I will rid evil beasts out of the land, neither shall the

sword go through your land.

7 And ye shall chase your enemies, and they shall fall before you by the

sword.

8 And five of you shall chase an hundred, and an hundred of you shall put

ten thousand to flight: and your enemies shall fall before you by the sword.

9 For I will have respect unto you, and make you fruitful, and multiply

you, and establish my covenant with you.

NUMBERS

Numbers 6:22-27

22 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, 23 Speak unto Aaron and unto

his sons, saying, On this wise ye shall bless the children of Israel, saying

unto them, 24 The Lord bless thee, and keep thee: 25 The Lord make his

face shine upon thee, and be gracious unto thee:

26 The Lord lift up his countenance upon thee, and give thee peace.

27 And they shall put my name upon the children of Israel; and I will bless

them.

DEUTERONOMY
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Deuteronomy 8:18



18 But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God: for it is he that giveth thee

power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware

unto thy fathers, as it is this day.

Deuteronomy 14:22-23

22 Thou shalt truly tithe all the increase of thy seed, that the field bringeth

forth year by year.

23 And thou shalt eat before the Lord thy God, in the place which he shall

choose to place his name there, the tithe of thy corn, of thy wine, and of

thine oil, and the firstlings of thy herds and of thy flocks; that thou mayest

learn to fear the Lord thy God always.

Deuteronomy 26:1, 2, 18, 19

1 And it shall be, when thou art come in unto the land which the Lord thy

God giveth thee for an inheritance, and possessest it, and dwellest therein;

2 That thou shalt take of the first of all the fruit of the earth, which thou

shalt bring of thy land that the Lord thy God giveth thee, and shalt put it in

a basket, and shalt go unto the place which the Lord thy God shall choose

to place his name there.

18 And the Lord hath avouched thee this day to be his peculiar people, as

he hath promised thee, and that thou shouldest keep all his

commandments; 19 And to make thee high above all nations which he hath



made, in praise, and in name, and in honour; and that thou mayest be an

holy people unto the Lord thy God, as he hath spoken.

Deuteronomy 28:1-13

1 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice

of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I

command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above

all nations of the earth:

2 And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou

shalt hearken unto the voice of the Lord thy God.

3 Blessed shalt thou be in the city, and blessed shalt thou be in the field.

4 Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, and the

fruit of thy cattle, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy sheep.

5 Blessed shall be thy basket and thy store.

6 Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and blessed shalt thou be

when thou goest out.

7 The Lord shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten

before thy face: they shall come out against thee one way, and flee before

thee seven ways.

8 The Lord shall command the blessing upon thee in thy storehouses, and



in all that thou settest thine hand unto; and he shall bless thee in the land

which the Lord thy God giveth thee.

9 The Lord shall establish thee an holy people unto himself, as he hath

sworn unto thee, if thou shalt keep the commandments of the Lord thy

God, and walk in his ways.

10 And all people of the earth shall see that thou art called by the name of

the Lord; and they shall be afraid of thee.

11 And the Lord shall make thee plenteous in goods, in the fruit of thy

body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy ground, in the

land which the Lord sware unto thy fathers to give thee.

12 The Lord shall open unto thee his good treasure, the heaven to give the

rain unto thy land in his season, and to bless all the work of thine hand:

and thou shalt lend unto many nations, and thou shalt not borrow.

13 And the Lord shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt

be above only, and thou shalt not be beneath; if that thou hearken unto the

commandments of the Lord thy God, which I command thee this day, to

observe and to do them:

Deuteronomy 33:27

27 The eternal God is thy refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms:

and he shall thrust out the enemy from before thee; and shall say, Destroy
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them.

JOSHUA

Joshua 1:8

8 This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt

meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according

to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous,

and then thou shalt have good success.

JUDGES

Judges 5:12,13

12 Awake, awake, Deborah: awake, awake, utter a song: arise, Barak, and

lead thy captivity captive, thou son of Abinoam.

13 Then he made him that remaineth have dominion over the nobles

among the people: the Lord made me have dominion over the mighty.

RUTH

Ruth 4:15

15 And he shall be unto thee a restorer of thy life, and a nourisher of thine

old age: for thy daughter in law, which loveth thee, which is better to thee

than seven sons, hath borne him.

1 SAMUEL



1 Samuel 2:27-30

27 And there came a man of God unto Eli, and said unto him, Thus saith

the Lord, Did I plainly appear unto the house of thy father, when they were

in Egypt in Pharaohs house?

28 And did I choose him out of all the tribes of Israel to be my priest, to

offer upon mine altar, to burn incense, to wear an ephod before me? and

did I give unto the house of thy father all the offerings made by fire of the

children of Israel?

29 Wherefore kick ye at my sacrifice and at mine offering, which I have

commanded in my habitation; and honourest thy sons above me, to make

yourselves fat with the chiefest of all the offerings of Israel my people?

30 Wherefore the Lord God of Israel saith, I said indeed that thy house,

and the house of thy father, should walk before me for ever: but now the

Lord saith, Be it far from me; for them that honour me I will honour, and

they that despise me shall be lightly esteemed.

2 SAMUEL

2 Samuel 22:17-20; 29-37

17 He sent from above, he took me; he drew me out of many waters:

18 He delivered me from my strong enemy, and from them that hated me:



for they were too strong for me.

19 They prevented me in the day of my calamity: but the Lord was my

stay.

20 He brought me forth also into a large place: he delivered me, because

he delighted in me.

29 For thou art my lamp, O Lord: and the Lord will lighten my darkness.

30 For by thee I have run through a troop: by my God have I leaped over a

wall.

31 As for God, his way is perfect; the word of the Lord is tried: he is a

buckler to all them that trust in him.

32 For who is God, save the Lord? and who is a rock, save our God?

33 God is my strength and power: and he maketh my way perfect.

34 He maketh my feet like hinds' feet: and setteth me upon my high places.

35 He teacheth my hands to war; so that a bow of steel is broken by mine

arms.

36 Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation: and thy gentleness
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hath made me great.

37 Thou hast enlarged my steps under me; so that my feet did not slip.

1 KINGS



1 Kings 2:1-3

1 Now the days of David drew nigh that he should die; and he charged

Solomon his son, saying, 2 I go the way of all the earth: be thou strong

therefore, and shew thyself a man;

3 And keep the charge of the Lord thy God, to walk in his ways, to keep

his statutes, and his commandments, and his judgments, and his

testimonies, as it is written in the law of Moses, that thou mayest prosper

in all that thou doest, and whithersoever thou turnest thyself:

1 Kings 8:56

56 Blessed be the Lord, that hath given rest unto his people Israel,

according to all that he promised: there hath not failed one word of all his

good promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his servant.

1 Kings 17:10-16

10 So he arose and went to Zarephath. And when he came to the gate of

the city, behold, the widow woman was there gathering of sticks: and he

called to her, and said, Fetch me, I pray thee, a little water in a vessel, that

I may drink.

11 And as she was going to fetch it, he called to her, and said, Bring me, I

pray thee, a morsel of bread in thine hand.

12 And she said, As the Lord thy God liveth, I have not a cake, but an



handful of meal in a barrel, and a little oil in a cruse: and, behold, I am

gathering two sticks, that I may go in and dress it for me and my son, that

we may eat it, and die.

13 And Elijah said unto her, Fear not; go and do as thou hast said: but

make me thereof a little cake first, and bring it unto me, and after make for

thee and for thy son.
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14 For thus saith the Lord God of Israel, The barrel of meal shall not

waste, neither shall the cruse of oil fail, until the day that the Lord sendeth

rain upon the earth.

15 And she went and did according to the saying of Elijah: and she, and

he, and her house, did eat many days.

16 And the barrel of meal wasted not, neither did the cruse of oil fail,

according to the word of the Lord, which he spake by Elijah.

2 KINGS

2 Kings 4:1-7

1 Now there cried a certain woman of the wives of the sons of the prophets

unto Elisha, saying, Thy servant my husband is dead; and thou knowest

that thy servant did fear the Lord: and the creditor is come to take unto him

my two sons to be bondmen.



2 And Elisha said unto her, What shall I do for thee? tell me, what hast

thou in the house? And she said, Thine handmaid hath not any thing in the

house, save a pot of oil.

3 Then he said, Go, borrow thee vessels abroad of all thy neighbours, even

empty vessels; borrow not a few.

4 And when thou art come in, thou shalt shut the door upon thee and upon

thy sons, and shalt pour out into all those vessels, and thou shalt set aside

that which is full.

5 So she went from him, and shut the door upon her and upon her sons,

who brought the vessels to her; and she poured out.

6 And it came to pass, when the vessels were full, that she said unto her

son, Bring me yet a vessel. And he said unto her, There is not a vessel

more. And the oil stayed.

7 Then she came and told the man of God. And he said, Go, sell the oil,

and pay thy debt, and live thou and thy children of the rest.

1 CHRONICLES
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1 Chronicles 29:10-13

10 Wherefore David blessed the Lord before all the congregation: and

David said, Blessed be thou, Lord God of Israel our father, for ever and



ever.

11 Thine, O Lord is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the

victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is

thine; thine is the kingdom, O Lord, and thou art exalted as head above all.

12 Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in

thine hand is power and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to

give strength unto all.

13 Now therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy glorious name.

2 CHRONICLES

2 Chronicles 20:22-27

22 And when they began to sing and to praise, the Lord set ambushments

against the children of Ammon, Moab, and mount Seir, which were come

against Judah; and they were smitten.

23 For the children of Ammon and Moab stood up against the inhabitants

of mount Seir, utterly to slay and destroy them: and when they had made

an end of the inhabitants of Seir, every one helped to destroy another.

24 And when Judah came toward the watch tower in the wilderness, they

looked unto the multitude, and, behold, they were dead bodies fallen to the

earth, and none escaped.

25 And when Jehoshaphat and his people came to take away the spoil of



them, they found among them in abundance both riches with the dead

bodies, and precious jewels, which they stripped off for themselves, more

than they could carry away: and they were three days in gathering of the

spoil, it was so much.

26 And on the fourth day they assembled themselves in the valley of

Berachah; for there they blessed the Lord: therefore the name of the same

place was called, The valley of Berachah, unto this day.
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27 Then they returned, every man of Judah and Jerusalem, and

Jehoshaphat in the forefront of them, to go again to Jerusalem with joy; for

the Lord had made them to rejoice over their enemies.

2 Chronicles 26:5

5 And he sought God in the days of Zechariah, who had understanding in

the visions of God: and as long as he sought the Lord, God made him to

prosper.

EZRA

Ezra 8:22b-23

22b The hand of our God is upon all them for good that seek him; but his

power and his wrath is against all them that forsake him.

23 So we fasted and besought our God for this: and he was intreated of us.



NEHEMIAH

Nehemiah 5:1-4; 11,12

1 And there was a great cry of the people and of their wives against their

brethren the Jews.

2 For there were that said, We, our sons, and our daughters, are many:

therefore we take up corn for them, that we may eat, and live.

3 Some also there were that said, We have mortgaged our lands, vineyards,

and houses, that we might buy corn, because of the dearth.

4 There were also that said, We have borrowed money for the king's

tribute, and that upon our lands and vineyards.

11 Restore, I pray you, to them, even this day, their lands, their vineyards,

their oliveyards, and their houses, also the hundredth part of the money,

and of the corn, the wine, and the oil, that ye exact of them.

12 Then said they, We will restore them, and will require nothing of them;

so will we do as thou sayest. Then I called the priests, and took an oath of

them, that they should do according to this promise.
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ESTHER

Esther 2:15b

15b And Esther obtained favour in the sight of all them that looked upon



her.

JOB

Job 5:19-22

19 He shall deliver thee in six troubles: yea, in seven there shall no evil

touch thee.

20 In famine he shall redeem thee from death: and in war from the power

of the sword.

21 Thou shalt be hid from the scourge of the tongue: neither shalt thou be

afraid of destruction when it cometh.

22 At destruction and famine thou shalt laugh: neither shalt thou be afraid

of the beasts of the earth.

Job 8:7

7 Though thy beginning was small, yet thy latter end should greatly

increase.

Job 8:20-22

20 Behold, God will not cast away a perfect man, neither will he help the

evil doers: 21 Till he fill thy mouth with laughing, and thy lips with

rejoicing.

22 They that hate thee shall be clothed with shame; and the dwelling place

of the wicked shall come to nought.



Job 22:21-28

21 Acquaint now thyself with him, and be at peace: thereby good shall

come unto thee.
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22 Receive, I pray thee, the law from his mouth, and lay up his words in

thine heart.

23 If thou return to the Almighty, thou shalt be built up, thou shalt put

away iniquity far from thy tabernacles.

24 Then shalt thou lay up gold as dust, and the gold of Ophir as the stones

of the brooks.

25 Yea, the Almighty shall be thy defense, and thou shalt have plenty of

silver.

26 For then shalt thou have thy delight in the Almighty, and shalt lift up

thy face unto God.

27 Thou shalt make thy prayer unto him, and he shall hear thee, and thou

shalt pay thy vows.

28 Thou shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee: and

the light shall shine upon thy ways.

Job 27:13-17

13 This is the portion of a wicked man with God, and the heritage of



oppressors, which they shall receive of the Almighty.

14 If his children be multiplied, it is for the sword: and his offspring shall

not be satisfied with bread.

15 Those that remain of him shall be buried in death: and his widows shall

not weep.

16 Though he heap up silver as the dust, and prepare raiment as the clay;

17 He may prepare it, but the just shall put it on, and the innocent shall

divide the silver.

Job 42:10,12

10 And the Lord turned the captivity of Job, when he prayed for his

friends: also the Lord gave Job twice as much as he had before.
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12 So the Lord blessed the latter end of Job more than his beginning: for

he had fourteen thousand sheep, and six thousand camels, and a thousand

yoke of oxen, and a thousand she asses.

PSALMS

Psalm 1:1-3

1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor

standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.

2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth he meditate



day and night.

3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth

forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever

he doeth shall prosper.

Psalm 23:1

1 The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.

Psalm 34:8-10

8 O taste and see that the Lord is good: blessed is the man that trusteth in

him.

9 O fear the Lord, ye his saints: for there is no want to them that fear him.

10 The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they that seek the Lord

shall not want any good thing.

Psalm 35:27-28

27 Let them shout for joy, and be glad, that favour my righteous cause:

yea, let them say continually, Let the Lord be magnified, which hath

pleasure in the prosperity of his servant.

28 And my tongue shall speak of thy righteousness and of thy praise all the

day long.

Psalm 37:3-9
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3 Trust in the Lord, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily

thou shalt be fed.

4 Delight thyself also in the Lord; and he shall give thee the desires of

thine heart.

5 Commit thy way unto the Lord; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to

pass.

6 And he shall bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy judgment

as the noonday.

7 Rest in the Lord, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself because of

him who prospereth in his way, because of the man who bringeth wicked

devices to pass.

8 Cease from anger, and forsake wrath: fret not thyself in any wise to do

evil.

9 For evildoers shall be cut off: but those that wait upon the Lord, they

shall inherit the earth.

Psalm 41:1-3

(To the chief Musician, A Psalm of David.) 1 Blessed is he that

considereth the poor: the Lord will deliver him in time of trouble.

2 The Lord will preserve him, and keep him alive; and he shall be blessed

upon the earth: and thou wilt not deliver him unto the will of his enemies.



3 The Lord will strengthen him upon the bed of languishing: thou wilt

make all his bed in his sickness.

Psalm 68:11,12,19

11 The Lord gave the word: great was the company of those that published

it.

12 Kings of armies did flee apace: and she that tarried at home divided the

spoil.

19 Blessed be the Lord, who daily loadeth us with benefits, even the God
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of our salvation. Selah.

Psalm 73:23-26

23 Nevertheless I am continually with thee: thou hast holden me by my

right hand.

24 Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel, and afterward receive me to

glory.

25 Whom have I in heaven but thee? and there is none upon earth that I

desire beside thee.

26 My flesh and my heart faileth: but God is the strength of my heart, and

my portion for ever.

Psalm 75:6, 7



6 For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor from

the south.

7 But God is the judge: he putteth down one, and setteth up another.

Psalm 84:11,12

11 For the Lord God is a sun and shield: the Lord will give grace and

glory: no good thing will he withhold from them that walk uprightly.

12 O Lord of hosts, blessed is the man that trusteth in thee.

Psalm 91:9-16

9 Because thou hast made the Lord, which is my refuge, even the most

High, thy habitation; 10 There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any

plague come nigh thy dwelling.

11 For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy

ways.

12 They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a

stone.
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13 Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and the dragon

shalt thou trample under feet.

14 Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will I deliver him: I

will set him on high, because he hath known my name.



15 He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be with him in

trouble; I will deliver him, and honour him.

16 With long life will I satisfy him, and shew him my salvation.

Psalm 103:1-5

(A Psalm of David.)

1 Bless the Lord, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.

2 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits:

3 Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases;

4 Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; who crowneth thee with

lovingkindness and tender mercies; 5 Who satisfieth thy mouth with good

things; so that thy youth is renewed like the eagles.

Psalm 105:37

37 He brought them forth also with silver and gold: and there was not one

feeble person among their tribes.

Psalm 112

1 Praise ye the Lord. Blessed is the man that feareth the Lord, that

delighteth greatly in his commandments.

2 His seed shall be mighty upon earth: the generation of the upright shall

be blessed.

3 Wealth and riches shall be in his house: and his righteousness endureth



for ever.

4 Unto the upright there ariseth light in the darkness: he is gracious, and
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full of compassion, and righteous.

5 A good man sheweth favour, and lendeth: he will guide his affairs with

discretion.

6 Surely he shall not be moved for ever: the righteous shall be in

everlasting remembrance.

7 He shall not be afraid of evil tidings: his heart is fixed, trusting in the

Lord.

8 His heart is established, he shall not be afraid, until he see his desire

upon his enemies.

9 He hath dispersed, he hath given to the poor; his righteousness endureth

for ever; his horn shall be exalted with honour.

10 The wicked shall see it, and be grieved; he shall gnash with his teeth,

and melt away: the desire of the wicked shall perish.

Psalm 116:12-14

12 What shall I render unto the Lord for all his benefits toward me?

13 I will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of the Lord.

14 I will pay my vows unto the Lord now in the presence of all his people.



Psalm 118:8,9,25,26

8 It is better to trust in the Lord than to put confidence in man.

9 It is better to trust in the Lord than to put confidence in princes.

25 Save now, I beseech thee, O Lord: O Lord, I beseech thee, send now

prosperity.

26 Blessed be he that cometh in the name of the Lord: we have blessed

you out of the house of the Lord.

20 A man's belly shall be satisfied with the fruit of his mouth; and with the

increase of his lips shall he be filled.

2 The rich and poor meet together: the Lord is the maker of them all.
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3 A prudent man foreseeth the evil, and hideth himself: but the simple pass

on, and are punished.

4 By humility and the fear of the Lord are riches, and honour, and life.



9 He that hath a bountiful eye shall be blessed; for he giveth of his bread to

the poor.

29 Seest thou a man diligent in his business? he shall stand before kings;

he shall not stand before mean men.

Proverbs 24:3,4,30-34

3 Through wisdom is an house builded; and by understanding it is

established:

4 And by knowledge shall the chambers be filled with all precious and

pleasant riches.

30 I went by the field of the slothful, and by the vineyard of the man void

of understanding; 31 And, lo, it was all grown over with thorns, and nettles

had covered the face thereof, and the stone wall thereof was broken down.

32 Then I saw, and considered it well: I looked upon it, and received

instruction.

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ECCLESIASTES

Is

not the life more than meat, and the body than raiment?

26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor

gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much

better than they?

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his stature?

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the field,

how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:

29 And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory was not

arrayed like one of these.

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which today is, and

tomorrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of

little faith?

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall

we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32 (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your heavenly



Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.
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33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all

these things shall be added unto you.

34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take

thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof.

MARK

Mark 10:17-31

17 And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one running, and

kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may

inherit eternal life?

18 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good

but one, that is, God.

19 Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not

kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy

father and mother.

20 And he answered and said unto him, Master, all these have I observed

from my youth.

21 Then Jesus beholding him loved him, and said unto him, One thing

thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor,



and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and

follow me.

22 And he was sad at that saying, and went away grieved: for he had great

possessions.

23 And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his disciples, How hardly

shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God!

24 And the disciples were astonished at his words. But Jesus answereth

again, and saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for them that trust in

riches to enter into the kingdom of God!

25 It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich

man to enter into the kingdom of God.
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26 And they were astonished out of measure, saying among themselves,

Who then can be saved?

27 And Jesus looking upon them saith, With men it is impossible, but not

with God: for with God all things are possible.

28 Then Peter began to say unto him, Lo, we have left all, and have

followed thee.

29 And Jesus answered and said, Verily I say unto you, There is no man

that hath left house, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or wife, or



children, or lands, for my sake, and the gospels,

30 But he shall receive an hundredfold now in this time, houses, and

brethren, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, with

persecutions; and in the world to come eternal life.

31 But many that are first shall be last; and the last first.

LUKE

Luke 6:38

38 Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and

shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For

with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you

again.

JOHN

John 14:2,3,12-14,27,28

2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have

told you. I go to prepare a place for you.

3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive

you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I

do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go

unto my Father.

6 Insomuch that we desired Titus, that as he had begun, so he would also

finish in you the same grace also.

7 Therefore, as ye abound in every thing, in faith, and utterance, and

knowledge, and in all diligence, and in your love to us, see that ye abound

in this grace also.

8 I speak not by commandment, but by occasion of the forwardness of

others, and to prove the sincerity of your love.

9 For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich,

yet for your sakes he became poor, that ye through his poverty might be

rich.

10 And herein I give my advice: for this is expedient for you, who have

begun before, not only to do, but also to be forward a year ago.

11 Now therefore perform the doing of it; that as there was a readiness to

will, so there may be a performance also out of that which ye have.

12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a

man hath, and not according to that he hath not.

13 For I mean not that other men be eased, and ye burdened:



14 But by an equality, that now at this time your abundance may be a

supply for their want, that their abundance also may be a supply for your

want: that there may be equality:

15 As it is written, He that had gathered much had nothing over; and he

that had gathered little had no lack.

2 Corinthians 9:6-11
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6 But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and

he which soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully.

7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not

grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.

8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always

having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:

9 (As it is written, He hath dispersed abroad; he hath given to the poor: his

righteousness remaineth for ever.

10 Now he that ministereth seed to the sower both minister bread for your

food, and multiply your seed sown, and increase the fruits of your

righteousness;) 11 Being enriched in every thing to all bountifulness,

which causeth through us thanksgiving to God.

GALATIANS



Galatians 3:13

13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse

for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:

Galatians 6:6-10

6 Let him that is taught in the word communicate unto him that teacheth in

all good things.
